Some solar thermal systems use potentially hazardous fluids to transfer heat,and leaks of these materials could
be harmful to the environment. U.S. environmental laws regul ate the use and disposal of hazardous materials.

The potential environmental impacts associated with solar power--land use and habitat |oss,water use,and the
use of hazardous materials in manufacturing--can vary greatly depending on the technology,which includes
two broad categories: photovoltaic (PV) solar cells or concentrating solar thermal plants (CSP).

Arethermal power plants athreat to climate risk?
The thermal power plants in EBRD's portfolio account for 97-98% of the increase in physical climate
risk-driven generation losses,while the rest is driven by hydro plants.

Are solar energy systems bad for the environment?

Solar energy systems have been grabbing most attention among all the other renewable energy systems
throughout the last decade. However,even renewable energies can have some adverse environmental
repercussions; therefore,further attention and proper precautional procedures should be given.

Are solar thermal power plants the future of energy?

With approximately six gigawatts of installed capacity worldwide in 2020, solar thermal power plants are still
at the beginning of their market introduction, comparable to photovol-taics 15 years ago or wind energy 25
years ago.
